During the month of Chislev in the twentieth year, when | was in the fortress city of Susa, Hanani, one of my brethers, arrived with men
from Judah, and | questioned them about Jerusalem and the Jewish remnant that had survived the exile. They said to me, “The remnant
in the province, who survived the exile, are in great trouble and disgrace. Jerusalem’s wall has been broken down, and its gates have
been burned down.” (Nehemiah 1:1--3)

Jerusalem was destroyed. For over 140 years, the wall around the city lay in ruins. The small remnant of people had no way of
protecting themselves from invaders and no way of establishing any form of stable lifestyle. A group of Jews from Persia made the 750-
mile journey back to their homeland. What they saw challenged them deeply. When they returned to Persia, Hanani shared the news of
what he had seen with his brother, Nehemiah. He told Nehemiah that the people were in great trouble and were living in disgrace
because the walls had been destroyed. The book of Nehemiah begins approximately fifteen years after the book of Ezra. The people who
had returned to Jerusalem had tried to rebuild the walls but failed. The rubble of debris that once was a strong wall around a thriving
city was deeply connected to the struggling people with no way to protect themselves.

Walls matter. Walls mean stability, security, and success. Walls do more than keep the enemy out; walls allow the people inside to keep
moving toward victory. Walls have traditionally been built around ancient cities for defense, privacy, and protection from the influence
or perceived danger posed by outsiders. People living in unwalled cities lived in continual fear and stress due to the constant threat
from a more powerful enemy. They lived with a survivor mentality and hoped for the best. In the days of Nehemiah, broken-down walls
meant broken lives and broken dreams.

Challenges and obstacles are like walls. They are a way of life. It's not when, if, or how they show up; it's how we choose to respond to
them. If it doesn't challenge you, it doesn't change you. Nehemiah was challenged by what he heard. His homeland was in trouble, and
something had to be done. Every great accomplishment begins with a need that presents a challenge to someone who sees it not as an
obstacle but as an opportunity. | love the verse in 2 Timothy 1:7 (NKJV) where Paul admonishes Timothy: “For God has net given us a
spirit of fearfulness, but one of power, love, and sound judgment.” The game of life presents many moments where we have to decide to
give in to the spirit of fear or rise up with the Spirit of God. We give in far too much and way too easily. If we want to do more than
survive, we have to persevere with faith, courage, and determination. It's never easy, and it was never meant to be. Romans 8:31 reads,
“If God is for us, who can be against us?” It's a great question that also contains a powerful answer: If God calls you to it, He will bring
you through it. Today the challenges are many, but God is the same. He always has been and always will be the same yesterday, today,
and forever. We have to learn how to trust Him. Remember these four things if you want to experience greater trust in your life:

«  Worship
+  Read

« Pray

+ Focus

You won't rise to the occasion unless you are faithful to the process. What moves you? What is challenging you? What obstacle are you

trying to overcome? Don't ever underestimate the ripple effect of one act of obedience. When the God of heaven is involved, no problem
is unsolvable, no obstacle is immovable, and no challenge is overwhelming. Stop telling God about your problems, and start telling your
problems about your God.
